More teachers are ch to let students take field trips to places they think kids enjoy,

like the mall or the movies. That means educational field trips to museums and theaters are

organized less than before. Jay P. Greene, head of the Department of Education Reform at the

University of Arkansas, said this trend was caused by the pressures of standardized testing.
He said teachers wanted to relax their students.

“Museums take kids out of their small worlds and introduce them to new people, places
and ideas,” Greene said. He did a study of more than 10,000 students who toured an art
museu in Arkansas. The study showed that students became more observant even on this
short field trip. “They learned to look closely at art, notice details, and think about what the
details mean.” Greene explained.

A trip 10 an art museun i the kind of field trip Joanne Winnick finds valuable. She teaches
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[image: image5.png]at Clara Barton Elementary, in California. She said field trips should be educational, to
promote the sciences or the arts. In her school district, fourth graders studied wetlands at
nearby Newport Beach. Fifth graders studied vild plants in Modjeska Canyon. Such outings
allowed students to deepen their understanding of science ideas. “To take precious time for fun
field trips would be most unwise,” Winnick said.

Annica Lowek is a fifth grade teacher at KIPP Infinity Charter School, in New York City.
She argues that even a fun field trip can be tumed into an educational experience. “Anytime
you leae the building, you're giving kids a chance to practice what you're teaching them in
school,” she says. “That could be math or science, o it could be simply learning how to
behave on the subway to a shopping mall.”
